Once again taxpayers will be able to pay the CV School Tax in quarterly installments (1/4 of the FACE AMOUNT) on the
following dates:

October 15 December 15 February 15 April 15

If you do not pay by the DISCOUNT date of August 31st, or by the FACE date of October 31st, it is recommended that
you take advantage of the installment plan.

If the taxes are not paid by the end of December, the unpaid taxes are turned over to the lien Tax Collector, and they will
add an additional 10% penalty to the tax bill.

First, in dealing with bicycle safety | would like to make the public aware of the following: Every person riding a
bicycle upon a roadway shall be granted all of the rights and shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to the
driver of a vehicle as governed by the PA motor vehicle code. A few important reminders: When a bicycle is in us
between sunset and sunrise it shall be equipped on the front with a lamp which emits a beam of white light intend
to illuminate the bicycle operatorés path and visi
also have a red reflector facing to the rear and visible from a distance of at least 500 feet and amber reflectors on
each side.

A person under 12 years of age shall not operate a bicycle or ride as a passenger on a bicycle unless the person
wearing a bicycle helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute, the American Soci
for Testing and Materials, the Snell Memor i al Foun
or any other nationally recognized standard for bicycle helmet approval. This also applies to a person who rides L
a bicycle while in a restraining seat attached to a bicycle; or in a trailer towed by a bicycle.

A person riding a bicycle upon a sidewalk or bicycle path used by pedestrians shall yield tbewigito any
pedestrian and give an audible signal before overtaking and passing a pedestrian. A person shall not ride a bicyc
upon a sidewalk in a business district unless permitted by official traffic control devices, nor when a usable bicycl
only lane has been provided.
