Dear Residents, 

 

With the approach of warmer weather I would like to take this opportunity to remind motorist to be 
extra cautious when traversing through Bridgeville. The spring and summer months bring about 
more pedestrian traffic and children upon school being out.  

 

This year will tend to be extra trying for motorists as several construction projects will be taking 
place. The first of which will be the closure of McLaughlin Run Road as a new bridge will be 
installed. The road closed in early April and will re-open in late September. Other projects taking 
place will be the re-paving of Washington Avenue from Bower Hill Road to Carnegie and the 

Washington Avenue ñStreetscapeò project. The dates of the aforementioned projects have not been released as 
of yet. Regardless, drivers should allow for more travel time and be prepared to be patient in the forthcoming 
months. Residents must be patient as well. Detours will be posted and several borough streets may be utilized 
by drivers to circumvent the posted detour routes. By law we are not allowed to restrict the volume of traffic on 
any street. The Police department is committed to public safety and will address issues as they come about, via 
speed enforcement or traffic control device enforcement. Just remember this is a temporary inconvenience for a 
permanent solution. 

 

I would also like to remind residents of the continuing problem of phone scams. The latest involves a person 
claiming to be affiliated with a company that assists Publishers Clearing House. He/she will inform you that you 
have just won several million dollars. He/she then requests your personal information to be given over the 
phone in the form of checking/bank account information or a MAC card number so the funds may be deposited 
into your account. Remember, never give any such information including dates of birth and Social Security 
numbers to anyone via phone or computer.
